SUPERVISOR UPDATES:
1. Highway Supervisor – No Updates
2. Property Supervisor – Boiler is fixed. Lights to be purchased pending budget approval. Fire Inspections are due soon for spring. 

OLD BUSINESS:
· Supervisor Role Adjustments
Highway Supervisor role was completed and presented. Gary made a motion to approve, seconded by Wes. Motion carried.
· Board of Review Class
Gary will take online course on March 20th. Board of Review and Open Book dates were also approved. 
· Bridge Project Homestead Lane
Town will pay 10% of completed project, potentially. State has determined that this bridge will need to be reconstructed. More bids were received; board will review next meeting.

2) Douglas County Permit
Douglas County needed town approval for a telephone pole to be installed on Linda and Paul Walsh property. Wes made a motion to approve, seconded by Gary. Motion carried.
3) Review Permits
Board reviewed permits and required no action on the board’s end.
4) Correspondence
Timber and Forestry Land was reviewed, no action on the board's end. 

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
A resident has questions regarding the bridge project about who designs the bridge and if it would be rails or culvert based. Town advised the architect would most likely design the bridge with rails not a culvert but that is to be determined by the company they choose to hire.

Another resident voiced concern about slush not being plowed off on Homestead Lane, causing a resident that resides on that road to clean up the road with their own tractor/equipment. Board advised they would review with Highway Department to ensure roads are being cleared.

Another resident requested the Board ask about construction type regarding the bridge project. Board advised they would share all information once they have the company hired and plans acquired. 

Potential to have a special board meeting to choose a company to hire for the bridge project, will post more information if needed. 

Fire Department filed for free grants, will make sure to communicate with the Board as needed. Board will need to know in cases where money is being distributed. Grants received for physical items do not need to be communicated but are appreciated.
